This CFT works with a very high needs client.  The team has worked through failed adoptions and has been able to return him to the HCTC home that he was at before.  Through the team’s creativity, intense involvement with the school, and utilization of Meet Me Where I Am services, the client has gone from a self-contained classroom to a mainstream classroom.  One of the client’s behaviors was frequent attempts to run away to the highway; the team was able to find a GPS tracking device belt for him to wear at school and in public to keep him safe.  That, in combination with creative behavioral interventions and community involvement, has diminished the risks of his running.

In the past six months, the team has been able to identify and adoptive family for this client out of state.  The CFT has facilitated visits between the client and his new adoptive family and are working toward transition and establishing him a strong network of services and support in South Carolina.
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
